can translate into high-impact local policies that change people’s lives. EVIPNet’'s work to
engage municipal decision-makers in Brazil in addressing perinatal mortality helped
reduce mortality rates from 21 per 1000 live births in 2009 to 7 in 2011. Arrangements
regarding service delivery and perinatal care policies were discussed and approved by
the local health council, and involved complex local planning for more than 30
interventions based on the best available evidence. Each of these interventions was then
tailored to the local context. Without EVIPNet and its methods to include the systematic
and transparent use of evidence in the decision-making process, this reduction in
perinatal mortality may have not happened.

This is a pattern reflected in Ethiopia where EVIPNet has guided the government in
